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Abstract

The purpose of this research is to study the need and roles of villagers in
developing and managing Wat Lhai Hin inio a sustainable tourist attraction

Study methods included observation and interview in Mooban Lhai Hin, Tambol
Lhai Hin, Amphoe Ko Kha, Changwat Lampang . The samples are from villagers,
government officers and key informants.

From the study we found that

1. The need of villagers to participate in managing Wat Lhai Hin into a
suslainable tourist atiraction depends on their skills and size of the jdb and number of

people needed by the temple.
