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ABSTRACT

This qualitative research, namely, “the Capability of a “PAKAKAYOR” Community in
Natural Resource Management for Production : A Study of Maeyangsan Village, Mae Chaem
District, Chiang Mai Province”, has two purposes. It aimed to study the capability of a
“PAKAKAYOR” community in natural resource management for production, and the felated
factors.™

Research methodology introduced in this study is qualitative research based on relevant
materials, documentary analysis, formal and informal interviews, and observations. Sufficient
information from the survey was classified, analyzed and recorded descriptively. The founding of
this research were as follows:

1. The native ways of living of the community were found as production means for
earning a living of the villagers based on their belief system and local wisdom. Since the
community had more social contracts with people from outside, its production pattern was

gradually changed into the direction of trading increasingly.



2. Potentiality of ability, knowledge, and proficiency to manage the national resource in
“Ban Maeyangsan Village”, had foliowing points
2.1 Transmitting and learning in the community Learning and transmitting which
came out from the original knowledge in the community, from the interaction within and outside
the community.
2.2 Analyzing problems, While encountering, people set up local organizations
to analyze and solve the problems, using appropriate method of solution.
2.3 Solution of problem. To solve the problems, 3 types of local organizations
should be set up to make a regulation to protect their national resources.
2.4 Planning. Three local organizations should expand as their networks to
protect watershed.
2.5 Beneficial use of national resources. Beneficial use of national resources
were used and preserved by community members,
3. The factors, which were related to community potentiality of “PAKAKAYOR” to
manage national resources, consisted of local wisdom, social custom, belief, culture, conditions
of leaders, community organizations. The factors, which were from outside the community were

beneficial, supporting the potentiality of national resource management in Ban Maeyangsan

Village.
