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Abstract

The main objectives of this research were to study the resource and environmental
management of the community according to the women’s attitudes and expectations, and the
factors affecting such management of those women’s attitudes and expectations within the
Lampang municipality areas. The population of this research were 36,661 people. A systematic
random sampling technique was applied to select 380 samples, A set of questionnaires was used
to collect data, of which 308 or 81.05 percent were returned to the researcher,

The results of the research were as follows:

. In sum, the resource and environmental management of the communit)}: ;ccording to
the women’s attitudes, was at a moderate level. Accordingly, there were 3 issues in suck
management as perceived by the women at a small level. Those were the community’s use of
water source for their members’ daily life, drinking, and respect paying and preaching for the
river ceremony.,

2. The resource and environmental management of the community according to the
women’s expectations as a whole was found at a moderate level, However, there were 10 issues
in such management as expected by the women at a small level. Those were recreation are

allocation for the public, mutual participation of the community members in water pollution,

promotion for using unleaded petrol, tree protection within the public park, recovery of water




source and declined forests, avoiding rubbish and dry leave burning, using water from the natural
water source in agriculture, water source and public park preservation and protection, organizing
community committees for various working groups and waste management.

3. There were 11 factors affecting the resource and environmental management of the
community according to the women’s expectations. Those were the community participation,
sufficiency of the resources, problem significance in resource and environment, exercises of legal
and reference power bases, information perception, women’s participation, residential locations,
educational qualifications, economic status, and experiences in resource and environmental

management.
