ABSTRACT

The research, namely, The Potential of Tai Lue Community in Resource
Management for Ecotourism A case study of Don Mun Village, Tha Wang Pha District, Nan
Province, had 3 objectives, They were to study (1) the community contest concerned with
ecotourism resource management ; (2) ecotourism management processes by the community ;
and (3) the community’s potential in ecotourism resource management.

This research integrated the qualitative and quantitative researches. The data were
collected by the use of observation, group discussions, interviews and focus group discussion
with the community léaders and villagers. A set of questionnaires were used to collect data from
tourists. The collected data were, then analyzed by using descriptive analysis, frequency
distribution and percentage.

The results of this research showed that Tai Lue Community of Don Mun Village
had long historical backgrounds. Being Tai Lue was to maintain their traditic;n and norms

that have been integrated and become their unique culture and way of living. The villagers



earned their living on integrated agriculture and farming, and natural resources, by managing
their community watershed, conservation forest and aquatic specy conservation areas.
The maintenance of traditional irrigation system became attractive for the external community
organizations to visit the villagers' resource management. Many tourists always visited,
the community eco-system, and studied the culture, creating the community's pride and
awareness of the villages' resource conservation along with their tradition, culture and life style.
The process of touristm management were emerged by the community organizations which
were based on the use of their natural resource potential and relationship system of the

villagers. They learnt and created new body of knowledge for tourism management in the

way that “consistent with local villagers'agreemientand  locatity.Group process —amongthe-——— - -~

tourism organizations, including their role and responsibility division in learning process were
developed, leading to management skills, tourism management activities, and community
strength, socially and economically.

The results of the community potential analysis shared that its tourism resource
management had been based on its social capital. The social relationships to the community
history and kinship system made the villages naturally lived, care and aware of their
communitics. Additionally, the values of local wisdom and old culture hidden within the
community lifestyle generated the relationships between human and nature. That was founded
on the self-sufficient production system, reflecting out as that of the resdurce management
pattern. All based on self-sufficiency that showed in the way of -worthy resource management

that is the important factor to maintain the fratemity of community.
