The objective of this study is to and the situation of eco-tourism from the period since

this present to gather the problems and obstacles to be able stratagem and suggestion for

development tourism place .

The study groups consisted of

1. Huai Nam Dang national park.

2. Offices of government organization working in the district sector of Phar-Phaa,

3. Thailand Authority of tourism. {Northern)

4. Tourists and Guides at the study site.

5. Head and Residents at the study site.

The employed method of the study focused on qualitative data acquired through semi-

structured interviews, on-site exploration and observation conducted with participants of the study

groups.

The result of the study shows that there are 3 profitable factors that support the area as a local

tourist attraction. They are as following:

1. Amenity, convenient accesses to the site.
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2. Accessibility, which are being built at present.
3. Attraction and activities: such as, hot spa, hilliribe village, trekking, elephant riding,

bamboo rafting. All these are popular among foreign tourists.

Weakpoints of Pong Duet as a tourist attraction found from this study is the lack of good

human resources, budget and cfficient management.

In order to eliminate the weakpoinis, it is bencficial to promote the site according to

international eco-tourism year and the trends of a numbers of tourists visiting Thailand.

However, there are some obstacles that confine the development of the site. They are
uncontrolled external factors: such as national park laws, the restriction of local communiiy

participation.

In conclusion, Pong Duet is not considered as a eco-tourism site due to the fact that it does not
compose of all 4 elements in the really of eco-tourism which are 1} area site 2) management

3} activities and process 4) local community participation.

According, to the data analysis, several strategies and tactic can be implemented. In order to
develop Pong Duet as a tourist attraction; for examples, 1) improving foundation structure and
environmental management 2) giving education to build good morals towards nature and environment
3) strengthcuing'participation in local community 4) promoting tourism marketing and services

5) improving management 6) boosting public relations.

The most important and urgent thing needed to operate is setting up a good management iﬁ
favof of supporting a great numbers of tourists visiting the site as facilities are being built; for instance,
accommodation, hot spa room. Purthermore, it is essential to train and give education to officials and
any persons working in this ficld for their better understanding. All these mentioned above is 1o

promote Pong Duet as a sustainiable eco-tourism site.
