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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this paper was to investigate the relationship between creativity,
MMPI-2 basic personality and moral behaviors of faculty of fine arts male students at
Chiangmai University. The samples were 169 fine arts male students of Chiangmai
University

The instruments used were the creative (measuring) test, MMPI- 2 Personality
Inventory and moral behaviors (measuring) test. Statistics used were frequency, mean,
standard deviation, z-score, and multiple correlation.

Research findings were as follows :

1. Fine arts male students at Chiangmai University high level with creativity and
factors are fluency originality, elaboration. and moral behaviors ( percentage 31.4, 33.7, 34.9,

29.6, 43.2, respectively).



High level with MMPI- 2 Personality are depression, masculine-femininity, social-
introversion ( percentage 40.2, 73.4, 27.2 respectively).

2. The positive relationship, with two tailed test is less than .05 were were
statistically significant as fallows depression and psychopathic deviation; depression and
social-introversion; hysteria and elaboration; masculine-femininity and creativity; masculine-
femininity and fluency; masculine-femininity and originality; masculine-femininity and
elaboration; masculine-femininity and moral behaviors; psychastenia and schizophrenia;
bipolar manic-depressive disorder and social-introversion; bipolar manic-depressive disorder
and elaboration; creativity and fluency originality; elaboration; and moral behaviors; fluency
and originality; moral behaviors; originality and elaboration; moral behaviors; elaboration and
moral behaviors. The negative relationship, two tailed test were statistically significant which
is considerably the "2-tail Sig." is less than .05  hypochondriasis and masculine-femininity,
psychastenia, schizophrenia, paranoia and psychastenia.

3. The stepwise multiple regression were statistically significant which is considerably
the significant is less than .05 are masculine-femininity and paranoia that may be significant
predictors the creativity in positive relationship and psychastenia that could be significant
predictors the creativity in negative relationship, masculine-femininity that may be significant
predictors the fluency in positive relationship and schizophrenia that could be significant
predictors fluency in negative relationship, masculine-femininity that may prove significant
predictors originality in  positive relationship, masculine-femininity and bipolar manic-
depressive disorder that could prove significant predictors elaboration in positive relationship
and psychastenia that may prove significant predictors elaboration in negative relationship,
masculine-femininity that could prove significant predictors moral behaviors in positive
relationship, originality, fluency, and elaboration that could be significant predictors moral
behaviors in positive relationship.

4. The stepwise multiple regression from group of MMPI-2 were statistically significant
which is considerably the significant is less than .05 are impatient (masculine-femininity and

social-introversion) that could significant predictors creativity, fluency, originality, and moral



behaviors in positive relationship, antisocial (psychopathic deviation and bipolar manic-
depressive disorder) and somatization (hypochondriasis and hysteria) that could significant

predictors elaboration in positive relationship.
