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ABSTRACT

This research, the process of approaching the truth from Rabindranath Tagore’s
perspective, explores: 1) to analyze the process of approaching the Rabindranath Tagore’s truth
and 2) to study the Rabindranath Tagore’s educational perspective. This research uses
documentary method and analyze method.

The study shows that the meaning of truth in Rabindranath Tagore’s perspective is
God or Brahman or natural power which is the greatest truth that be in whole things. This truth is
the greatest aim of all human lives. Human has to enlighten and to be one with this truth.

Rabindranath Tagore thought that the process to approach the truth has to intuition
before, which is the sudden knowledge, to be like the enlightenment in mind, it is not the logical
knowledge. Rabindranath Tagore doesn’t resist the other kinds of knowledge but he sees that
intuition is the way to know the greatest truth. Rabindranath Tagore presents the process to know
the greatest truth; the first is Bhakti Yoga, means to the way of realization in love. Rabindranath
Tagore believes that when human begins realization in love with Brahman, human will
understand the unity of life, world and nature which means everything relates together. The
second Jnana yoga, is realization in self, means to abandon the old self, to destruct the ego that

fetters selves for approach the pure self. And the third is Karma Yoga, means to devote for the



work for advantage of public, not for the wealth in the material property or fame honor which, by
these way will cause the intuition knowledge.

In the issue about education perspective, Rabindranath Tagore thinks that the
education which approaches human for the truth is the education that encourages the development
follows the way above; realization in love, abandon self and dedicate for the work. The school
should commit the freedom to students in learning. He believes that the perfect education will
bring about to enlighten the condition of alive that be the unity of body mind world nature and

everything.
