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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to explore the house-elves characters in the
Harry Potter series and to argue whether the house-elves are the representative of
British working class by focusing on roles, responsibilities, received wages, working
conditions, self-satisfaction and attitudes from others towards the house-elves. In the
series, the house-elves are distinctly oppressed and have inferior status than other
characters. The inferiority of these characters indicates nonequivalent social system
in Harry Potter’s society.

The result of this study reveals that characteristics of the house-elves
characters are in accordance with the British working class to some extent. That is,
the house- elves and the working class perform the same types of jobs, are exploited
and disparaged from their masters. Yet, the house-elves are satisfied with their status.

Contrastingly, the working class desire social equality.



This research will make the readers realize that social discrimination does
exist in social reality and even in the imaginary world. Class differentiation causes
social inequality which produces various disadvantages. No matter how hard many

organizations try, it is difficult to get rid of this problematic issue.
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
