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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the thesis are to study Krishnamurti’s concept of knowledge and
the pursuit of truth and to show that knowledge in Krishnamurti’s works is just as discourse
through Michel Foucault’s view, by considering his writings as a text which reproduced by the
process of making identity and meaning to all things, via a set of hidden ideas that influence
society ideologically.

The study’s result is that Krishnamurti’s knowledge can be classified into 2 levels:
1) dogmatic knowledge that derived from teachers, parents, society, religion, science etc., 2)
insight knowledge, that is, the truth of being without self and is independent of all kinds of
dogmatic belief. Such a truth can be arisen by intuition.

Although Krishnamurti, in his works, argues that one should pursuit of truth is
independently from all dogmatic ways, and he believes he himself does, when this study, which
surveys his works, by using Michel Foucault’s discourse, to see what is hidden behind, it is found
that discursive practices that gives various of meanings under the discourse of modern science
and the discourse extolling the East, also are there. Truly, Krishnamurti’s concept of knowledge
and the pursuit of truth are not independent from all dogmatic practice. In fact, it was recomposed
under the influences of such discourses which clashed and tried to compete each other to give
new meanings to the text through different techniques. Since the world in the then-circumstance
are looking for Eastern knowledge, therefore he produces his works by using such discourses.
Due to the discursive practice, the readers may misunderstand that the various concepts in

Krishnamurti’s works are truth.
