ABSTRACT

The research of Speech Act of Greetings of students in Chiang Mai University aims to
1) study forms of speech act and factors related to the student’s speech act of greeting in
Chiangmai University, and 2) study the student’s speech act of greeting in Chiangmai University.

Three concepts have been applied to the research as follow : John R. Searle’s speech act
theory, Amara Prasithrathsint’s social factor and Michael A.k. Halliday’s system of choices.

It is found that forms of speech in the greeting act consist of one or two parts : initiating
part with or without content part. There are 3 forms of speech in the student use which are
1) formal polite speech 2) informal polite speech, and 3) informal impolite speech. The ways to
use the greeting speech form have been divided into 2 factors; one is communicative factor which
consist of formal and informal situations, another is social factor which consist of ethnicity of
interlocutor, social relation, familiarity and gender.

In the situation of using speech act of greeting found that senders who are male, female,
effeminate male, and effeminate female were using the formal polite speech. On the other hand,
there are 2 forms of using greeting speech in the informal communicative situation which are
1) informal polite greeting speech and informal impolite greeting speech. The informal polite
greeting speech is used when the status of receiver is higher than the deliver’s or the status of
female, effeminate male, and effeminate femalewould are lower than deliver’s status. 2) The
informal impolite greeting speech is used when the status of receiver and deliver are the same or

used when the status of male receiver is lower than male deliver’s status.
