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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to determine the relationship
among health vperception , role functions and self esteem of
the patient with coronary heart disease. Samples consisted of 100
patients range from 26 to 80 years of age , both males and
females who were examined in cardiological clinic out patient
department at Maharaj Nakorn Chiang Mai hospital .

The instrument. used for data collection was an interviewing
form, composed of four parts : demographic data, health perception

assessment, role functions and self esteem scales.



Content. validity was assessed by experts and was pre-tested
on 10 subjects for clarity . The reliability was obtained by
means of Cronbach’s alpha coefficient. The reliability of health
perception assessment scale , role functions scale and self esteem
scale was 0.65, 0.74 and 0.80 respectively.

The derived data was analyzed by SPSS program using
frequency , percentage , mean , standard deviation , partial correla-
tion , Kenddll 's coefficient of concordance and stepwise multiple

regression.

The results of the study showed that :

1. There was no relationship betweeﬁ health perception and
role functions .

2. There was a positive statistically sienificant (r = .40,
p < .0001) relationship between health perception and self esteem.

3. There was a positive statistically significant (r = .53,
p < .0001) rejationship between role functions and self esteem.

4. There was a positivelstatistically significant ( W = .8699,
relationship  between health perception role functions and self
esteen.

5. The result of stepwise multiple regression analysis
showed that income was a significant predictor which was
accounted for the variance of  health vperception at 6.66

"percent ( F = 6.99484 , p < .01).



6. The result of stepwise multiple regression analysis
showed that the frequency of admission, age, educational level
and income were significant predictors which were accounted for
the variance of role functions at 29.24 percent ( F = 9.8132%,
p < .0001).

7. The vresult of stepwise muitiple regression analysis
showed that the frequency of admission and income were significant
predictors which were accounted for the variance of self

esteem at 15.03 percent ( F = 8.58141 , p < .001)
