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Abstract

The purpose of this one group pretest and posttest quasi-
experimental research design was to investigate the effect of
therapeutic group on self concept alteration of paraplegic patients.
The samples consisted of ten paraplegic patients treated in the
rehabilitaion department of Pramongkutklao hospital. The samples
participated in the closed therapeutic group twice a week for six
weeks. Each session lasted for one and a half hours, and samples
engaged in non agenda discussion.

The research instruments were therapeutic group program which
was developed by the researcher and Tennessee Self Concept Scale which
was translated by Ampai Siripipat. The reliability of Tennessee Self

Concept Scale tested by Cronbach’s coefficient was 0.91. Self Concept



Scale was measured before and after therapeutic group participation.
Farrell Group Processing System and Yalom Curative Factors were used
in analysing the group procéss. Self concept score was analysed by
using mean and standard deviation. The hypothesis was tested by

Wilcoxon matched-pairs signed-ranks test.

The results were as follows :

1. The +total self concept score, which showed difference
between before and after therapeutic group participation, was
increased significantly at .05 level.

2. The scores of identity self, physical self, family self,
self satisfaction, and social self, which showed difference between
before and after therapeutic group participation, were increased
significantly at .01, .01, .01, .05, and .05 respectively. The scores
of behavior self, moral-ethical self, and personal self showed no
difference between before and after therapeutic group participation.

3. The score of self criticism showed no difference between

before and after therapeutic group participation.
