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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the relationships between
locus of control, self-concept and academic achievement of nursing students at
Saint Louis Nursing College. The population of the study consisted of 190
female students aged between 17-24 years.

The instruments employed in the study were the Locus of Control Scale
(Rotter & Crown, 1966) which was translated into thai by Tassana Chomthi
(2518) and the Tennessy Self-concept Scale (Fitts, W.H. 1965) which was
translated into thai by Amphai Siriphipat (2515). The content validity of the
Locus of Control Scale was examined by experts, and the reliability was

obtained by means of Kuder-Richardson formula 21 and found to be .68. The




alpha realibility coefficient of the thai form of the Tennessy Self-concept Scale
was .86. The academic achievement was obtained from record of final grade
point average (GPA) after completion of the second semester.

Data were analyzed using SPSS program. Frequencies, percentiles,
means, standard deviations, and Pearson's product moment correlations
were calculated. |

The results of the study revealed that :

1. The nursing students who had internal locus of control had higher
mean score of GPA than the nursing students who had external locus of control.

2. There was no statistically significant relationship between self-
concept and academic achievement.

The results from data analysis of the four individual classes revealed
that :

1. The first year students who had intemnal locus of control have higher
mean score of GPA. than each group of the second, third, and fourth year
students.

2. There was no relationship between self-concept and academic
achievement in the first year and second year students; but there was a
positive relationship between self-concept and academic achievement in the

third year and fourth year students, at .05 level of significance.
