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Abstract

The main purpose of this study was to study relationship
between cognition and academic achievement of nursing students of
Buddhachinaragj Nursing College. Population consisted of 250
student nurses in second, third and fourth levels at Buddhachinaraj
Nursing College. The instruments used for data collection was
a questionnaire consisted of two parts including demographic part and

Jones® Irrational Beliefs Test part. The reliability coefficient




was obtained by Kuder-Richardson 21. The obtained reliability coefficient
was .86. Data was analysed by means of frequency, percentage and chi-square.
The results of the study revealed were as follows.
1. The cognition of nursing students
1.1 Rational thinking of most of nursing students(96.0 percent
of the second year, 91.9 percent of the third year, and 90.1 percent of
the fourth year) were found to be in fifth group which was enotive
control.
1.2 The second, third and fourth year nursing students
were found to have similar patterns of irrational thinking which
included first group of irrational thinking (love and approval),
third group (blaming) and sixth group (concern about. future problens).
Iirrational thinking of love and approval was found

in 85.1 percent of the third year nursing students,.82.7 percent of

the second year, and 78.2 percent of the fourth year nursing students.
Irrational thinking of blaming was found iﬁ 81.1

percent of the third year nursing students, 75.2 percent of the fourth

year nursing students, and 64.0 percent of the second year mirsing students.
Irrational thinking of concern about future problens

was found in 66.3 percent of the fourth year mursing students, 58.7

percent of the second year nursing students, and 56.8 percent ofrthe

third year nursing students.




2. Relationship between cogniﬁion and academic achievement of
nursing students.

2.1 For the second year nursing students, the relationship
between cognition either rational or irrational thinking and academic
achievement was found not to be statistically significant.

2.2 For the third year nursing students, the relationship
between cognition either rational or irrational thinking and academic
achievement was found not to be statistically significant.

2.3 For the fourth year nursing students, the relationship
between cognition and high academic achievement was found to be
statistically significant at alpha level of .05 only for eighth
group of irrational thinking which was relying on others.
No statistically significant relationship between other cognitions

and academic achievement of nursing students was demonstrated.
