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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study needs and response
received of mothers of hospitalized children at Singburi hospital.
The sample included 265 mothers whose children were hospita1ized at
pediatric department, Singburi hospital between June 15, 1994 and
August 15, 1994. The instrument used for data. collection was a three-
part questionnaire, developed by the researcher, comprising demogra-
phic data, need items and recommendation about hospital services.
Need 1items consisted of five categories : need for information, need
for medical care and nursing care, need for maternal role, nheed for

emotional support and need for personal and physical resources. The




SPSS/PC* program was used for data analysis. The results of the
study 1indicated that mofe than 50 percent of mothers need most of
need items and more than 50 parcent of them were met their needs.OnTQ
'one item, bhaving a staff providing routine physical care for their
children, was needed by 29.1 percent of mothers and 23.8 percent of
them were met. Ten items were needed by more than 50 percent of
mothers  but ‘tower than 50 percent of them were met. They were to
know impact of illness on their children, to know cost of treatment
and care, to stay with their children during procedure and nursing
care, to have a parent’s group in the unit, to have visit 24 hours a
day, to stay alone sometimes, to receive financial support from
hospital, to have a staff concérn of mother’s health, to have a
telephone near the unit, and to have a place to rest 1in the unit.
Mothers of hospitalized children who have differences in age of
children, severity of children’s 1illness, educational level of
mothers, income of family and experience of mothers did not have

different needs in most of need items.
