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Abstract

Myocardial infarction, a chronic uncurable disease, creates
problems and changes in all aspects of patients’ life. Physical and
psychosocial deterioration have affect on patients’ well-being. Hope
and sense of coherence are crucial factors which help them face with
problems effectively and eventually maintain their well-being.

The purposes of this study were to study the relationship

among hope, sense of coherence and well-being and study hope and sense



of coherence as predictors of well—being in myocardial infarction
patients. Ninety patients with myocardial infarction attending at

cut-patient heart clinic at Maharaj Nakorn Chiang Mai Hospital were

recruited by purposive sampling. The instruments used in this study
were Demographic Data Recordiﬂg Form, the Herth Hope Indéx, the Sense
of Coherence Questionnaire and the General Well-being Schedule which
reliability coefficeint are 0.83, 0.77, and 0.77, respectively; Data
were analyzed by using frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation, Pearson's product moment correlation coefficient and
stepwise multiple regression analysis.

The results indicated that mean scores of hope, sense of
coherence and well-being were high. Hope and well-being had a positive
significance relationship (r = .41, p <.001). Sense of coherence and
well-being had a positive significance relationship (r = .60, p <.001).
Both hope and sense of coherence had statistical significance
in the prediction of well-being and explained 43.23%2 of variance

(P <.001).
