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Abstract

A desgcriptive study was conducted to describe self-
concept of schizophrenic patients during _rehabilitation
period. The sample were rehabilitative  schizophrenic
patientes who admitted at the psychiatric department of West
China University of Medical Sciences (WCUMS) and The Forth
Mental Hospital of Chengdu City, China during December 1997

and February 1998. A purposive sampling method was used to
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draw 130 subjects for the study. Demographic Form and Self-
concept Scale(SCS) developed by the reseaxrcher were used-for
data collection. Internal consistency reliability
coefficient level of SCS was .88.

Results of this study zxevealed that nearly half of
subjects (49.23%) had high score of self-concept as well as
its components, except on self-ideal/self-expectancy.
Majority of subjects (61.54%) showed high.~score of self-
ideal /gelf-expectancy.

It can be implicated from this study that nurses
should provide appropriate nursing care to promote and
enhance schizophrenic patients to gain more positive self-
concept during the rehabilitation period. Results can be

used as a supportive evidence for further study.
