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Abstract
The purpose of this quasi-experimental study was to investigate the effects
of planned preparation on fear of receiving intravenous infusion among 40 school
aged patients admitted to the Pediatric Department, Roi-Et Hospital, during February
to June, 1997. Subjects were equally divided into experimental and control groups.
The subjects in the experimental group received planned preparation from the

researcher. The control group received only routine preparation by the staff nurses.



The instrument for data collection consisted of three parts which were
Personal Data Record Form, the Fear Analog Scale Interview Form (FASIF), the
Fear Behavior Observing Form (FBOF), the Planned Preparation Protocol, and the
Cartoon Book, The content validity of the protocol and the Cartoon Book were
approved by a panel of ex-_perts. The relliability of FASIF was tested using the test-
retest method, where as that of the FBOF.Was tested using interrater reliability from
which the values obtained were .90 and .91, respectively. Data weré analyzed in
terms of  frequency, percentage, means and standard deviation. The hypotheses '
were tested using t-test and Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient.

The results were as follows:

1. After receiving the planned preparation, the fear score of the
experimental group was lower than that of the control group (p < .01).

2. After receiving the planned preparation, the fear behavior score of the
experimental group was lower than thét of the control group (p <.05).

3. After receiving the planned preparation, the fear score of the
experimental group was lower than before receiving the planned preparation
(p <.01).

4. The fear score of school - aged children was significantly related to the
fear behavior of the subjects (r = .6455, p <.01).

These findings demonstrated that the Planned Preparation Protocol can be
used to reduce fear in school z}ged patients regarding intravenous infusion and can

be further studied of its effects on other nursing procedures.
