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Abstract

This study aimed to describe the caring behavior of nurses as perceived by
patients in Private Ward [, Maharaj Nakom Chiang Mai Hospital. Samples consisted of
100 patients admitted in Private Ward II, Maharaj Nakom Chiang Mai Hospital during
November to December 1999. They were selected by using purposive sampling method. The
instrument used in data collection was the nurses’ caring behavior questionnaire devided into 4
dimensions; namely psychological, philosophical, structural and interactional. This study was
already approved the validity test from the experts. However, the research instrumental were
tested by using Kuder Richardson Method with 20 respondents. The result showed the
confidential value of 0.94, and the data were analyzed by using descriptive statistic.

The results of this study revealed that 76.73% of subjects porceived caring
behavior of nurses. When considering each dirnension, psychological dimensions was
perceived by 85.43 % of subjects whereas philosophical, structural and interactional

dimensions were perceived by 77.34, 76.33 and 67.82% of subjects, respectively.
