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Abstract

Nosocomial infection has a direct impact on patients. Nosocomial infections
surveillance program can show the data of infections as well as enable effective prevention. This
study aimed to investigate the incidence and distribution of nosocomial infections and impacts of
infections among patients who were admitted to McCormick Hospital from January 1, to April
30, 2001. The instrument used for collecting data was the Surveillance Form adaﬁted from the
Surveillance Form developed by Dr. Wichit Srisuphan and colleagues. Data was analysed by
using descriptive statistics.

The results showed that, of 9,885 persons who were admitted, 41 cases developed
nosocomial infections with a frequency of 49 times. The incidence rate was 1.6 per 1,000 patient-
days. Male patients had more infections than female patients with the incidence rate of 1.7 and
1.4 per 1,000 patient-days respectively. Patients over 60 years old had the highest infection rate,
5.7 per 1,000 patient-days. In addition, 18 cases had individual ailments, of which the majority
was diabetes, representing. (38.9%). Gram negative bacteria were found more often to be the
cause of infection than those from gram positive bacteria. The most infected site was the urinary
tract. The impact of nosocomial infection resulted in the patients length of stay in the hospital
increasing by an average of 11.9 days. The average cost of antimicrobial drugs for patients with
nosocomial infections was 3,665.45 Baht per case.

These findings contribute to the necessity of having preventive measures and proper
control programs especially to prevent urinary tract infections, surgical site infections and patients

with pneumonia.
