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Abstract

Self — esteem of adolescents is one of the important factors facillitating adolescents to
have confident emotion, that impacted appropriate behavior. The purpose of this descriptive
study was to examine self — esteem of adolescents. Purposive sampling was used to recruit 428
students from grade 7-12 of three govermental large-school in Tak province. The instrument was
a questionaire which consisted of two parts: 1) the demographic data part, and 2) the self — esteem
part which modified by Sukanya Peerawankul (1998). The reliability of the instruments was .
94, Data were analyzed by using descriptive statistic including frequency, percentage, means,
and standard deviation.

The results of this study revealed that the mean score of self - esteem of adolescents
was at middle level (X = 29.52 , SD = 7.03). The findings of this study could be used as a

preliminary data for enchancing self-esteem especially for those who reported low self-esteem .
