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Abstract

Outcome belief to non-reuse of amphetamine is one of the important factors that may
impact on amphetamine using behavior. The purpose of this descriptive study was to investigate
the outcome belief to non-reuse of amphetamine in persons with amphetamine dependence. Fifty
three persons with amphetamine dependence were purposively recruited from Out Patient
Department of Suanprung Hospital, Chiang Mai, during April to July 2002. The instrument was a
questionnaire consisting of demographic data and outcome belief to non-reuse of amphetamine
which developed by the investigator based on the concept of Ajzen & Fishbein (1980). Data were
analyzed by using descriptive statistics.

The results revealed that persons with amphetamiue dependence reported the positive
outcome belief to non-reuse of amphetamine in terms of the personal concern and the family and

social concern,



This finding, thus, provided the understanding of outcome belief as an underlying
aspect, leading to the non-reuse of amphetamine behavior. It also could be applicable as a
fundamental information for nursing care plan as well as an implementation for this target

population.
