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Abstract

The person with alcohol induced psychotic disorder has high relapse and developed to
be a chronic case that induced physical, mental and socioeconomic problem. Social support is
accepted to be one of important factors facilitating clients to have appropriate coping and also to
recurrent rate. The purpose of this descriptive research was to examine social support and social
support resources of person with alcohol induced psychotic disorder. Purposive sampling was
used to recruit 63 subjects, with alcohol induced psychotic disorder, who admitted at Suanprung
Hospital, Chiang Mai Province during January, 2002 to March, 2002. The research instrument
was an interview which consisted of two parts: 1) Demographic Data 2) Social Support and
Social Support Resources developed by Sirinapa Nuntapong (1999). Obtained data were
analyzed using descriptive statistics.

The major results revealed that
1) Fifty five point five six percent of the subjects reported a higher level of perceived

total social support than a mean score of the samples.(?=131.3?, SD=19.41). Social support in



term of attachment, was most perceived with fifty seven point one four percent. Whereas, social
support regarding the reassurance of worth was least perceived (49.21%).

2) The most common resources of social support found in this study were health
professionals (98.41 %), community agency (93.65 %), neighbor or co-worker (88.89%), and
relatives (85.71%) whereas, the least mentioned resource was children either daughters or sons
(41.27%).

This study indicate that basic understanding of social support and social support resource
of person with alcohol induced psychotic disorder could be adopted as a basic information for

nursing care plan and implementation for this group.
