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Abstract

Patient advocacy is an important role of professional nurse.Knowledge in this area is
highly needed in order for quality improvement. The purpose of this study was describe the level
of nursing practice about patient advocacy as perceived by patients. The purposive sample
consisted of 104 female patients admitted in female medical ward Phichit Hospital.

The research tools consisted of 2 parts; the personal form and The Nursing Practice
Regarding Patient Advocacy Questionnaire. The questionnaire was developed by the researcher
basing on framework of patient right declared by The Nursing Council. The content validity
index was 0.89 and reliability was 0.89. Statistics used for data analysis were mean, standard
deviation and percentage.

The results of the study revealed that :

1. Nursing practices regarding patient advocacy perceived by almost patients were
in high level (—)-(—= 147.39, SD = 6.24) and each dimension was found that in high level all four
dimensions

2. Item analysis showed some limitation in nursing practice regarding; 1) providing



information about rights to change hospital and rights to participate in research project, 2) mental
and environmental support, 3) coordinating for social support, and 4) providing information
about right to access personal profile from medical records.

The result of this study can be used as a guidline for improving nursing practice on

paticnt advocacy.
