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The objective of this research is to study the attitude of
people in Chiang Mai Municipality towards political party.
Accidental sampling method was used. Primary data were collected
from.three hundred people residing in the municipality area through
questionnaire. In addition, secondary data were obtained from

documentary research.

The findings are :
1. Most respondents, perhaps lacking a true understanding of
democratic political system, had a negative attitude towards

political party.
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2. Political party had an impact on the well being of
people. A good political party would improve the economy and the
well being of the people.

3. Politicians’ behdvior had an impact oﬁ the political
party. If the politicians mishehaved, people would lose faith in the
political party.

4, Presently, people in the municipality area had a beltter
knowledge in politics. It was quite evident that in the recent
elections, people would take into consideration whether Chiang Mai
would benefit from the party prosram and from the party Ileaders’
speeches. In the distant past, they were likely to cast the ballot

as told, suggesting that there was a change of political value among

the people.
