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ABSTRACT

The main objective of this study is to
evaluate the roles and behaviors of political power
sUccession of the Thal military during the time that
National Peace Keeping Council (NPKC) was in power in
1991 - 1992, In order to see whether there is a
change Tfrom previous pattern of power succession or
rot. More owver, the study investigates political and
soclogconomic fachors which have impacts on the
successes and Tallures of NPKC’'s powetr succession.
Besides, the study also proposes _recommendations in
changing and developing the roles of Thai military to

prevent any future power succession.




Library research is used in conducting this
study. Political perspectives and related information
are gathetred from political documents, texts,

editorials and other printed matters.

From the author’s analysis of the roles in
wolitical intervention of Thal military since the
revolution of 1937 to the period of NPKC, it is found
that siezing the power of state by Thail military has
net changed its pattern. Starting from planning for
the seizure of power by citing any reasons which
seemed appropriate, abrogate the constitution,
dissolve parliament and appoint a person who 1is the
military’'s choice to premiership. However, the NPKC
announces that the power would be returned to the
people within the stated periocd. This constitutes the
only difference from the pattern of seizing the

state’s power in the past.

The NPKC’s behaviors in preserving and
transfering power are also identical to the old
pattern. Thai is plarnning to nominate military
classmates systematically to influential positions

both in the armed forces and in the government.
