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Abhstract
The objectives of the study were 1) to study the students’
political cultures their cognition, affection and evaluation

towards politics and govermment of Thailand. 2) to understand their
pattern of political culture that it would be the democratic type or
the authoritative type. 3) to study the underlined factors which
related to their political culture.

The method of study consisted of analysis of data from
questionnaires and documents. The statistical techniques included
arithemetic mean, standard deviation, percentage, chi-square and
the énalysis of variance. Population for the study included Chiang
Mai University, Payap University and Maejo Institute of Agricultural

Technology students.
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The result of the study showed that the students had the
participant political culture. Although their cognition level
towards politics was gquite low and they did not appreciate the
political institutes especially the politicians. However, they
still wanted to study politics as a required course. They
shé@éd mixed pdlitical culture in being both democratic and
authoritative at the same time. The social sciences students’
political culture were more democratic than the health sciences
students®, while the sciences and technology students’ were more

authoritative.
