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Abstract

After the end of the Cold war era, the global siations have changed from clashes of
conflicting ideologies towards increasing international cooperation especially in the areas of
international economics, trade and investment. The friendly and long lasting relations between the
governments and the people of Thailand and The People’s Republic of China which stem from
the binding bonds of history, politics, economics, social and culture including ethnicity are the
main focus of this independent study owing to the following objectives:

1. to study developments of Sino— Thai relations from the end of Cold war up to
present,

2. to assess and analyse trends and problems of Sino — Thai relations.

3. to make recommendations for the making and implementing Sino — Thai foreign
policies which are beneficial to the study on this topic.

Documentary research with descriptive analysis and field research are used as
research methodologies for the gatherings of data and information of this independent study.

The study finds that after the Chinese cultural revolution in 1976, The People’s
Republic of China has increased the importance and roles in regional and global politics. The
end of Cold war has even increased the importance of The People’s Republic of China which

affects Sino — Thai relations.



However, attitudes from the study’s samples point out that developments of Sino —
Thai relations have been more smooth in every aspect, such as in political, economic, social and
cultural including in security affairs. National image has an important role in formulation and
implementation of foreign policies of both countries. Despite of problematic relations in some
respects, the friendly relations continue due to the unoffictal relations between people of the two
countries which run parallel to their official government to government relations. These are factors
contributing to the creation of solid and long lasting bonds of Sino — Thai relations afier the end

of Cold war era.
