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ABSTRACT

This Independent Study was set.out to survey the Chiang Mai Municipality residents’
attitudes toward the role of the Election Commission as well as to examine their knowledge and
understanding, including their opinion and expectation regarding the commission and its mission.

The researcher, in collecting needed data and information, relied on reviews of relevant
documents and the survey questionnaire sent to 400 sampled respondents. Subsequently, surveyed
results were analyzed using frequency, percentage, average and Chi-Square.

The study found that the sampled residents had rather solid knowledge and understanding
regarding the Election Commission, especially regarding its members’ key qualification, as the main
body responsible for organizing and supervising new, cleaner and fairer elections. However, they
were found to have had little knowledge about its authority and functions.

Moreover, their attitudes toward its role were found to have differed significantly on the
bases of personal traits such as sex, age, educational background, occupation and income level.

Overall, their attitudes and expectations effected to role of the Election Commission

positively accepted.
