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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study 1) the political socialization process
through media of the people in the rural areas 2) types of media that influenced the political
socialization and 3) personal characteristics that affected the political socialization through media.

Data were obtained from 400 samples in the rural areas of Chiang Mai province and
processed by SPSS program, Data analysis involved univariate and bivariate statistic at the .05
level of significance. The study found that

1) Television was the type of media that most affected the political socialization,

followed by newspaper and radio.

2) The different of the articles of newspaper most influenced the political
socialization, followed by news in the radio. Television programs did not affected the political
socialization,

3) Respondents’ level of education, level of income, and age affected the

differences in the political socialization.
