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Abstract

The‘purpose of this study was to compare the qualifications and

image of two political leaders, Chuan Leekpai and Thaksin Shinawatra by

analyzing documents and questionnaire data collected from the sample size of

439 individuals in the Chiang Mai Municipality area. The results were as foliows.

1.

Chuan Leekpai became the leader of the political party through a political
environmental factor with a unique identity of honesty and being outstanding
from parliamenfary debates. However, Thaksin Shinawatra became a political
leader through a prompt of a family factor and an identity of concepts,

knowledge and business success.

From the comparative attitudes on the qualifications and image totally 10 points,
it wa.s found that Chuan Leekpai had mare scores than Thaksin Shinawatra
(55.0%: 45.0%). The points with léading scores were honesty (90%: 10.0%),
sincerity (87.4%: 12.6%), convincing and persuasive ability in speech
(69.0%: 31.0%) and charisma (55.7%:44.3%). However, Thaksin Shinawatra
had more scores on the points of concept (82.8%: 17.2%), knowledge
(78.4%: 21.6%) and international acceptance (65.3%:34.7%). It was found

that sex was related to attitude : females scored Chuan Leekpai more than



Thaksin Shinawatra (63.6%:36.4%), while males scored Thaksin Shinawatra
more than Chuan Leekpai. However, there was 33.87% of those people who

elected neither Chuan Leekpai nor Thaksin Shinawat.ra.

The sample group had no loca! — pro for Thaksin Shinawatra at all since that
was the last priority ranked. Therefore, the campaign on the policy of making

* the Northern Prime Minister “ seemed to fail.

On the attitude of who deserved to be the Prime Minister for the next election,
it was Thaksin Shinawatra (53.9%: 46.1%). It was also found that sex was
related to attitude : females' scored Chuan Leekpai as the deserved one at
64.9%: 35.1%, while males scored Thaksin Shinawatra as the deserved one

at 71.4%: 28.6%.
