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: ‘Abstract

A preliminary study of ceramics_doncerned with
earthernware, stoneware, énd porcelainware was made using raw
materials from northern Thailand. These materials were ball clay
(Maérim-Chiang Mai), white clay (&aehoanampang), feldspar and
quartz (Tak), and pyrophyllite (Theng~0haﬁg—Rei). White clay from
Nerativas province in the scuth was used for comparison. By gxperi-
ment, clay mixiures which were both gatisfactory for forming shapes
and looked good after fiwing weXc obtained, Celadon glaze and gome -
.other glazes were shown fto be suitable for making ceramlc products

with these mixtures.
