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Abstract

The objective of this réseafch is to study the relationship
between fertility measured by the number of children born alive per
100 women of 15-49 years old and other factors affecting fertility in
73 provinces and also by 'geographicai regions. The data of
socio-economic, family planning and fertility are‘based on the 1990
population and housing census. The statistical technique of Pearson's
correlation and stepwise regression are used for data analysis.

The result of the research is found that the pattern of
relationship between fertility and socio-economic factors are similar
for all regions but the pattern of relat.ionship between fertility and
family planning factors are not similar for each region. Main factors
effecting fertility of Thailand are family planning, the level of
education of women who are not agriculturist and the level of women
who 1live in urban area. Fertiliy of the central part is effected by

the level of education of women who are not agriculturist. The northern




part. is effected by family planning of women who use sterilization,
infant mortality and the level of education of women who are not,
agriculturist. The northeastern paft is effected by family plénning of
women who use injection. The southern part is effected by family

planning of women who use sterilization and the level of education of

women who are not agriculturist.
