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Abstract

A survey on the diversity of sac fungi in the Class Discomycetes in Doi
Suthep-Pui National Park was conducted during October 1996-November 1997 in the
forest area of Laem Son, Huay Kok Ma, Ban Maew Chang Khien, Monthatan Waterfall,
Wang Bua Ban, Queen Sirikit Botanic Royal, Pong Yang, Sun Pong and Ban Wat Chan.
The temperature and relative humidity at the time of survey were 16-27°C and
68-100% respecively. Ninty-one specimens of Discomycetes were collected and
examined in the laboratory for their morphology and microscopic structures. Identification
was done by comparing with key of Dennis (1978) and/or key' of other mycology text
books.

Twenty-seven species of the Discomycetes were found. They were Helvella
crispa, H. macropus, Peziza sepiatra, Peziza sp., Tarzetta sp., Scutellinia scufellata,
Sphaerosporella sp., Octospora leucoloma, Octospora sp., Geoglossum glutinosum, Leotia
Iubrfca, Leotia sp., Orbilia curvatispora, Mollisia sp., Tapesia sp., Martininia sp.,
Bulgariella sp., Bisporella citrina, Chlorosplenium sp., 3 species of Hymenoscyphus spp.
and Dasyscyphus nudipes, D. mollissimus, 2 species of Dasyscyphus spp. and 1

unidentified species.
