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ABSTRACT -

My Hoa is one of the poorest villages in Vinh Long province. The majority of
the local households relies on farming to meet their daily needs. However, Vietnam is
in the process of an important transition to a market economy that affects rural areas.
The State has applied modern socio-economic development policies to improve
human conditions in the Mekong Delta by cénstr‘uc_:ting the Can Tho Bridge: My study
focuses on three main objectives: (1) State development projects and their socio-
economic consequénces, in which Can Tho Bridge project and its affect oh the life of
local people in My Hoa village is the main foci; 2) An understanding of the household
livelihood diversification and social relations that the local people under this study _
develop and employ to cope with this socio-ecoriomic env‘ironmént shifting; 3) To
identify ways in which households have responded to different— actors in the
d_evelopmcnt project. .

This study identifies changes in household livelihood strategies based upon
three concepts: (1) high modernist ideology bf development; (2) household livelihood
diversification; and (3) human agency in the development process. Drawing on
surveys taken with a group of people who are living around the approach road of the |
bridge on the Vinh Long side, the study elﬁcidates how state socio-economic

_development policies have affecfed the livelihood of My Hoa villagers and how
farmers have survived and used their assets in order to create new livelihood strategies
in the changing context. This _étudy pays particular attention to the changes in
livelihood, the strategies to handle these changes, types of employment and the

-household income in the social milieu.
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The household livelihoods are dynamic and diverse. The chosen paths of the
households in pursuit of food security and sustainable livelihoods are forceful in
response to changing economic, political, and environmental conditions. Households
and individuals vary in their emphasis and choices of strategies, according to their
entitlements within the wider socio-economic context and their internal structure in
terms of household size, location, and capital. -

In this research, household livelihood strategies have diversified and have
been dynamic due to cash compensation, The capability, location and assets of each
household has strongly influenced the livelihood strategies needed to cope with the
new situation. Changes in consumption, income, and diversity are measured by the

- capture impact of stress and ability to adapt to the perturbations. In order to achieve
food sécurity for households, farmers have had different strategies and tactics to deal

with the new circumstances.
