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Abstract

Field research has been carried out in Mon Ya area of Bawkaow
Subdistrict of Samoeng District in Chiang Mai Province inorder to

1. Indentify living condition of ethnic farmers who have
recently been the heroine addicts by compairing the addict and non-
addict groups

2. ‘I'; examine the impact of heroine addiction on the
socio-economic status of the addicted households.

Primary Data collection was carried out in 6 villages with
184 persons; 92 farmers with herqine addiction and 92 non-addicts.
Formal questionaire was developed for the interview, and a list of
key question have been used in PRA measures with group interviewing.
For the interview, the independent variables in this study include;
1) heath, 2) ability to work, 3) farm size, 4) family quarreling,
5) divorce, 6) child education, 7) social acceptance, 8) social

participation, 8) stealing and 10} rohbing.




Result from field research have shown that heroine addicts
work less than normal farmers with relate to their health and
socio-economic factors. More significant result indicate that the
heroine addicts suffer severely frqm their community acceptance. They
are separated from village development activities and been blamed for
failure in their own families su¢has quarrel, divorce, robbing and
stealing.

These results imply that

1. addictions are social problem in the community and require

communal efforts to solve the problem,

2. efforts to solve the problem by reducing social gap between

the addiction and community as a whole is necessary,

3. development strategies used on encorage most of the
community to be involved actively in the heroine addiction issue at
village level,

4. educate and campaign the lost of this issue by suitable
media related to social and custom of that village.
