_ INFORMATION  FROM RADIO AND TELEVISION. THEY HAD ATTITUDE TOWARDS
AGROFORESTRY  SYSTEM AND PLOTS AT A MODERATE LEVEL .THEIR PLOT SIZE

WAS ABOUT 3-U4 RAI. THEY USED TO PRACTICE AGROFORESTRY FOR 45 YEARS,
WITH TOTAL INCOME 20,000 BATH/YEAR, HAVING 5 FAMILY  LABOURS PER
HOUSEHOLD AND THEY ADOPTED AGROFORESTRY AT THE MODERATE LEVEL.
