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ABSTRACT

This study was an attempt to investigate the socio-economic
and psychological factors affecting member’s repayment of Bank of
Agriculture'aﬁd Agricultural Cooperatives as well as problems and
needs of members at Mae-Ta District, Lampang Province.

The population studied was 160 Agriculture and Agricultural
Coaperatives’s members in Mae-Ta District, Qampang Province
Non-proportional Simple Random Sampling was used-for 100 repayment
members and 60 non-repayment members. Data was analysed by the use of
percentage, means, standard deviation and Chi-square.

From research fiﬁdings, it was found that farm size, farm
income and misuse of credit wefe significantly related tgo the credit
repayment, meaning that if the members use credit suitable for farm
size, they will have real farm income, resulting in the reduction of

credit repayment.



The problems and needs of members were lack of water
resource, unavailability of market and inappropriate agricultural
system.

It is recommended that simple farm record should be kept by
menbers in order to know their financial conditions. Farming should
be practiced in accordance with the potential of each area and
marketing factor, integrated farming should be introduced to reduce
risk. When members have income in any period of production, they
| -should repay some credits to reduce their burden. Supervised credit
should also applied, so that credit will be used according to the
purpose. Agricultural Cooperative for Marketing should be performed
to meet with member’s requirement. Information on production, credit,
saving and marketing should be given as well as coordination with
Goverment  agency. Lastly, the bank should improve the bank’s

regulation to correspond with the present situation.
