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ABSTRACT

The objective of this study were to study factors affecting the readiness of community
of community group in implementing “One Tambon One Product” Project and to identify
problems, obstacles and recommendations of this project. Population used were 77 comrnumity
groups participating “One Tambon One Product” Project. Multiple — stage Random Sampling
was applied while data gathering was done by the use of questionnaires. Statistical techniques
used were Percentage, Arithmetic Mean, Minimum, Maximum, Standard Deviation, Weight
Mean Score and Chi — square test.

From research findings, it was found that most community groups had readiness at
moderate leQel (HH) 46 groups (59.7%) while 27 groups 35.1) had readiness at high level for 4
group (5.2%)

From hypothesis testing, it was found that the accounting system was highly related to
the readiness at 99 level of significance and operating fund and product quality control were
highly associated with the readiness of “One Tambon One Product” Project at 95 level of

significance while implementation duration, number of members, member’s participation, raw



materials sources, production labour and marketing places or local shops were not related to the
readiness of the project at all.

Problems, cbstacles and recommendations of community groups were the potential‘of
groups and member’s participation. The potential of groups should be strengthened through
organizational planning. Marketing of products was not efficient since members still lacked of
knowledge and skills on increasing production potential and packing. Consequently, gperating
fund for community group should be supported and marketing outlets both domestic and
international should be searched as well as reducing the process of product quality control to

community groups.
