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Abstract

The objectives of this independent study were (1) to identify the needs of agricultural service
from ﬁang Chat Horticulture Experiment Station ,Lampang province (HCHES), (2) to investigate the
rrelati'onship of personal characteristics and socio-economic factors to the needs of agricultural service
and (3) to investigate problems, limiting factors and suggestions conceming service of agriculture
provided by HCHES. |

The samples of studies were a group of 96 directors of Tambon Agricultural and Technology
Transfer Center in Lampang province (TATTC). Data was collected rthrough questionnaires.
Percentage, means, standard deviation and Chi-square tests were used for data analysis.

From research findings needs of training, experts, advice and exhibition were fon?md at high
level while those of apprentice and product supports were at moderate level. Besides in terms of types
of plants or products an expert at high level, supporting the product at moderate level, suggestion at
high level and exhibition at high level. Beside to needs of fruits, vegetables and processing were
found at high ievel while that of flowers and ornamentals was at moderate level . So needs of

agricultural service at high level.



According to the research the hypothesis , it was found that in terms of person characteristics
and socio-cconomic factors relationships revealed in agricultural extension experience, distance
between TATTC and HCHES, technical know-how in agriculture and the useful to agricultural were
related to needs of agricultural service at 95% significance.

Most problems occurred were limitation of coordinations as well as those of resource persons
and inadequate education.

Suggestions were made on improvement of coordinations among HCHES and concerning
agencies. Public relations, focussing on services provided by HCHES, should be done to clarify the

roles of the center leading to appropriate and efficient agricultural service system,
