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Abstract

The purpose of this study were to evaluate the implementation of agricultural technical
village program, to investigate the organization of networks relating technical agriculture of the
Department of Agricultural Technology supporting research development and to identify
problems and obstacles in implementing the program.

The samples of this study were 147 consisting of 118 farmers and 29 program staffs.
Data collection was done by the use of questionnaires and interviewing both farmers and
program staffs in 5 villéges from Petchaboon, Pitsanuloke, Pichit, Tak and Sukhothai Province.
Data analysis was done through Descriptive Statistics, e.g. frequency, percentage, arithmetic
mean, standard deviations and weight mean score.

[ssues, which passed the evaluation criteria, were participation in Agricultural
Technology Village Program, multi — disciplinary implementation, adoption of technology,
number of farmers attending the training. Issues which did not passed the evaluation criteria
were following the suggestion of program staffs and network mantagement of technical
information supporting research. Farmers’ understanding and satisfaction of the program had

passed ali evaluation criteria.



As for the organization of technical information networks supporting research, it was
found that it had not passed the criteria in terms of readiness and appropriateness of equipments,
buildings, number of staff but knowledge and capability of staff, clearness of policy and budget
had passed the criteria.

Therefore, the organization of technical information networks was not successful due to
lack of the readiness of information technology, equipments and buildings. This may be due to
the time of establishing Technology Transfer Center in 1999 was closed to the introduction of
the program resulting in the inefficiency of the center. Besides, the unclearness of policy and
budget affected the organization of technical information technology to support technical
information into target arcas.

As for problem and obstacles of the program, it was found that some program staffs
were confused with the program policy and budget. The distance of ofﬁcés and different
agricultural subject specialization could affect the disintegration of program implementation. As
a conseﬁluence, farmers in the target areas were unable to adopt all technologies and do farm
