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Abstract

This objectives of the study titled “Community Participatory Approach for Forest
Land Demarcation in Nong Hoi Royal Development Center, Mae Rim District, Chiang Mai
Province” were (1) to study land use pattern in forest land around Nong Hoi Royal
Development Center, Mae Rim District, Chiang Mai Province, and (2) to study community
participatory approach for forest land demarcation in Nong Hoi Royal Development Center.
Qualitative research methodology was applied.

It was found that land use pattern of 12,958 rai surrounded Nong Hoi Royal
Development Center was divided into 438 rai of dwelling area, 4,538 rai of agricultural area,
7,979 rai of forest area and 3 rai of reservoir. Villagers utilized forest area as food and fuel
source. Eleven plots of forest land were encroached for agricultural land. Community
participatory approach for forest land demarcation had four steps, as follows, 1) the

readiness of staff and community, 2) tools and facilities preparation, 3) surveying of



agricultural and dwelling area, and 4) participatory demarcation of the forest area out of
agricultural and dwelling area. Conditions contributed to the success were 1) building up
understanding among village leaders, religious leaders and land owners, 2) utilization of
maps to provide overall rich picture of boundary, 3) dialogue and negotiation among
stakeholders 4) participation of villagers in identifying demarcation point and 5)facility such
as heavy machine supported by involved organizations.This study suggested that relevant
officers should utilize such concrete media as map and participatory identification
demarcating of point as tools for decision making process of villagers. Participatory checking

of demarcation boundary should be continuously organized.
