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Abstract

The objectives of this research were: to study on the factors affecting the joined group of
roasted and ground coffee member of arabica coffee grown in Thep sadet Sub District, Doi Saket
District, Chiang Mai Province; to compare the differences between the farmers who joined and who
did not join the group of roasted and ground coffee maker; and to study on problems involved
with roasted and ground coffee maker production.

The population numbers of the farmers who joined roasted and ground coffee maker
were 83, but 70 farmers were not the joined group. The numbers of the committee of the
roasted and ground group were 15. Data were collected using the interviewed questionnaires
techniques. Then the results were analyzed in term of percentage, arithmetic mean, standard
deviation and Chi-square technique.

Results showed that, from personal data, the farmers who joined the roasted and
ground coffee maker group, most of them were women, with an average of 46.01 years old.
Their education were Prathom 4, married with 3.72 persons per household. They earned their
own land, with 11.41 rais per plantation. The coffee cherries producing were 4,519.16 Kgs. Then
coffee production was sold in parchment form. The income from this production was 77, 471.14
bath per year by average but the extra income from somewhere else was 44,734.94 per year.
Labours used in coffee production were 4.28 labours by average. The farmers obtained their loans

from outside-financial institution. Moreover, they received roasted coffee information from the



committee group. 2.74 times per year by average, 9.53 times per year for training. They
obtained the roasted and ground coffee knowledge with moderate level.

At the same time, the farmers who did not join the roasted and ground coffee maker
group, most of them were also women, with 43.30 years old by average and their education
was up at Phathom 4 ,as well. They were under married status, and held 3.01 persons per
household, earning their own land. The area of coffee plantations were 3.27 rais by average.
Cherry production was 372.79 Kgs, but sold in parchment form. The average income was 3,992.72
bath per year and the extra income was 55,785.71 bath per year. The average working labours
were 2.02 persons. They obtained their loan from outside financial institute. The informations they
obtained were 1.11 times per year from the community leader. They obtained the training program
0.82 times a year and also joined their knowledge on roasted and ground coffee with
moderate level.

When analysis was made to find out the factors that affected the farmers who joined and who
did not join the roasted and ground coffee maker group. Significant differences were found among
number of members in each household, area of coffee plantations, the return of coffee
production and other extra incomes, labours used in the coffee production, loan for
investment, the achievement of news related to roasted coffee, the experiences from training
program. These were factors that affected the joined or un-joined group of the farmers mentioned
before.

Lacking of equipments and tools for coffee processing were the main problems for
both groups of coffee farmers. Unavailable details for joining the roasted and ground coffee
group, lack of low interest loans from funding and credit agencies were the next problems.
Moreover, no standard warehouse to keep coffee parchment was also another problem. It has
been found that there were no permanent agricultural technicians nor officers for the sub-
district administration organization unit to provide the farmer’s recommendation when farmers
asked for an assistance. The capability of coffee bean production was high but, unfortunately,
the marketing committee showed less ability to open larger market. This problem was vital.
Finally, groups of farmers showed their no unity and always caused many conflicts.

The recommendations from this research are suggested as follow: it is necessary to
organize more training program on the coffee processing techniques ; good quality inputs (i.e;

fertilizers, coffee seedings and etc.) Under reasonable prices must be supported. The coffee price



which should be higher than that the price in 2007 must be subsidized. Training program on
the management for farmers’ groups administration should be set. There must be the
supporting from highland development agencies (i.e; the sub-district administration organization
and other highland agencies). Financial support for coffee production is required. Finally, it is
necessary to develop group operation to achieve more efficiency in order to gain more

members.
