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Abstract

The study was aimed at investigating and comparing the operation potential
of community enterprises in Pai District of Mae Hong Son Province. Capacity
categories of good, fair and poor were quoted for the purpose. The study was also
aimed at investigating the problems and obstacles of as well as recommendation for
the aforementioned enterprises.

The population consisted of 138 representatives of 46 community enterprise
groups; 3 registered members were singled out from each group. The number of
representatives was among other registered members whose enterprises qualification
was made by May 20" B.E. 2550. Tool applicable for the purpose was a set of
structural interview. The data derived was then analyzed and presented in terms of
frequencies, percentage, means, standard deviations, maximum and minimum values
while the hypothesis testing on group differentiation was tried with F-test.

The results showed that members of those enterprises, dispersing among those
3 capacity categories were not different as far as those factors of sex, educational
background and marital status were concerned while economic and social status

among members of those enterprises, dispersing among those 3 capacity categories,



were significantly different (P>.01) concerning monthly earnings derived from the
operation of their enterprises.

The comparison study of operation potential among those 3 categories
groups showed that the revolving fund within the group were significantly
different while continuous production practice, types of products as well as services
offered, standard approval, consistency of the products and the services, identical
products among the enterprises existing within and beyond the community, target
group of consumers, marketing and operating plans were not significantly different.

Problems from the member, were lacking of producing know-how techniques,
participation, transporting and serving infrastructure, and market. The members also
wanted to learn how to operate the enterprise, knowledge of producing know-how
techniques, and marketing product advertising.

Recommendation from this study were The action plan for community
enterprise development should be concentrated upon how to urge the members to
participate more in activities, creating networks for those community enterprises in
Pai District publicizing, the products and services of the enterprises, bringing
appropriate and standard know-how technologies for production and promoting

operating planning.
