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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study is to study the influence of financial information
credit for small and medium enterprises of government saving bank regional office 7.

Data was collected by using questionnaire with credit approver committee.
The credit approver committee was consisted of branch credit approver committee, center
credit approver committee and regional credit approver committee with 46 person and
collected data from documents.

The study result founded that the credit approver committee use financial
information to decide loan providing or not for approved small and medium enterprises loan.

Financial information can be considered by 2 part : Quality of financial
information and Quantity of financial information.

The most important quality of financial information are Collateral data and
Capital data. Collateral data was considered from value of collateral that cover for loan

amount or credit line and also considered from bank s right in collateral. On the other hand,



collateral have to be clearly and completely right in collateral. Capital data was considered
from capital of business which consist of number of borrower s assets in business and
number of borrower s equity in business.

The most important quantity of financial information is financial statement
data, which primarily considered from income statement and secondarily considered from
cash flow statement. Information based on financial statement analysis tools was considered
from financial ratios, which primarily considered from net profit margin and secondarily

consider from cash for operating activity analysis.
