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Abstract

The objective of this independent study was to study lifestyles of undergraduate students
at Chiang Mai University by considering 3 aspects; activities, interests, and opinions, The data
was collected by using questionnaires completed by 400 undergraduate students of Chiang Mai
University. The data, then, was analyzed by factor analysis and cluster analysis.

The study showed that there were 5 groups of lifestyles of undergraduate students at

Chiang Mai University. The outstanding aspects of their activities, interests, and opinions were

1. The group of students who were serious, determine, studied hard, always be tutor for

friends, and did not want to disappointed their parents.

2. The group of students who did not care anything, had no ambition and self-confidence,

did not care about cultural preservation, and did not like entertainment.

3. The group of students who had smooth life, did not want to ruin their reputation, and

did not value money but concern of the public.

4, The group of students who love entertainment, interested in one’s right rather than

public’s right, love vices and take a chance.



5. The group of students who pay attention to themselves, not interested in social and

economic events, but pay attention to one’s right rather than public’ s right.
