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ABSTRACT

The objective of this independent study is to stady factor affecting investors’
decisions to inQest in derivatives. The data was collected from questionnaires of 250 investors
who invested in derivatives with top five ranking of security Companies. The data was then
analyzed and evaluated by using descriptive statistics in forms of frequency, percentage and
mean, The results of study were as follow ;

The study found that majority of the respondents were male, age between 30-39 years
old, graduated bachelor degree level and 40,001-60,000 baht/month income, business owners,
investment experiences in derivatives more than 6 years, risk acceptance investors, short term
speculation on purpose, using returns for daily life expenses and investment in derivatives more
in the future. The factors affecting investors’ decisions in derivative investment were ranked .in
deselnding order of average significant level as follows : important data, political and economic,
derivatives, general hlvesﬁnents, source of information and stock situation, fespectively. The
highest significant level of those factors were summarized by the followings.

The political and economic factor was the confidence of government administration.
The derivatives factor was long and short position investment. The general investment factor was
the return from investment. The stock situation factor was the investment in both bull and bear
market situations, The source of information factor was broker securities company. The

important data factor was current market situations.



The problems and obstacles in derivatives investment were the limitation of

derivatives expertises, public relations and data sources; respectively.
