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ABSTRACT

The objective of this independent study was to study factors affecting state property
management by Treasury Department in Phatthalung Province.The data was collected by using
questionnaires with the chiefs of regional administration , the chiefs of government unit who
represented central administration, the district chief officers and the assistant district officer who
head sub district, in Phatthalung Province, 54 samples. The data was analyzed by using descriptive
statistics and presented in forms of frequency distribution tables, percentages and means.

The results of this study revealed that most factors affected state property management
by Treasury Department in Phatthalung Province at a moderate level except the physical factor
affected at a high level. Those factors were physical factor, communication factor, economic
factor, legal-political factor and sociocultural factor, respectively.

Physical factor, it was revealed that most respondents put the highest importance on the
access to infrastructure and facilities, at a high level.

Communication factor, it was revealed that most respondents put the highest
importance on public relations and information services of the Treasury Department’s task
as well as the Treasury Department officials’instruction on the rules and regulations concerning

state property, at a moderate level.



Economic factor, it was revealed that most respondents put the highest importance on
the country’s economic growth, at a moderate level.

Legal-Political factor, it was revealed that most respondents put the highest importance
on the economic development policy of government, at a high level.

Sociocultural factor, it was revealed that most respondents put the highest importance
on the responsible officials’ attention to the management and maintenance of state property, at a
high level.

The major problems in state property management were lack of knowledge and
understanding about the rules and regulations concerning state property as well as insufficient

budget for maintaining state property. Both of them were at a moderate level.
