ABSTRACT

This Independent Study aims to study the income and expense of the freshman year
students at Chiang Mai University, in the Student Loans Fund Program. The researching method
is by using questionnaire to collect all information from the freshman year students of Chiang
Mai University who are approved to be given educational loan from the University. The target
respondents, the freshman year at Chiang Mai University, are 400 in total. They are divided into
three group subjects; that are, Science and Technology, for 126 students, Health Science for 108
students, and Sociology for 126 students.
